May 16, 2003 
 
 

The regular meeting of the Board was convened at 1:00 PM on May 16, 2003, by 
the Acting Chairman, Mr. Michael Davis, at the Board offices, 77 S. High St., 
Columbus, OH.  Members present were:  Mr. Glenn Abraham, Mr. Rocky Black, 
Ms. Gwendolyn DaCons-Taylor, Mr. Michael Davis, Dr. Rose Quinones-DelValle, 
Mr. Joseph Williams and Ms. Penny Wyman.  Absent:  Dr.Theresa Cluse-Tolar, 
Dr. Frank O’Dell and Ms. Mary Anne Sharkey.  Staff present:  Ms. Laurie Allison, 
Ms. Rena Elliott, Ms. Beth Farnsworth, Mr. William Hegarty, Ms. Patricia Miller, 
Mr. Jason Schutte, and Ms. Tamara Tingle.  Also present:  Mr. Henry Lustig, 
NASW, Ms. Barbara Petrella, Assistant Attorney General. 
 
I. Discussion and approval of agenda.  Mr. Davis moved to accept the 

agenda, Dr. Quinones-DelValle seconded.  Carried. 
 
II. Dr. Quinones-DelValle  moved to accept the March 21, 2003, minutes with 

corrections, Mr. Black seconded.   Carried.   Ms. Wyman requested 
clarification of CEU committee duties. 

 
III. Executive Director’s Report presented by Ms. Farnsworth. 

 
Ms. Farnsworth reported: 
 
a.   Distributed the budget report.  Encumbrances will be made 

to replace some of the computers in the office. 
b.  Appropriations for next year are approved. 
c. The Disaster Recovery Plan was sent in the Board mailing 

and will go into the Policy and Procedures Manual.  The 
Board needs to approve the Plan. 

e. Two conference brochures were distributed, one from Citizen 
Advocacy and  one from CLEAR, let Ms. Farnsworth know 
who would like to attend. 

f. Discussed sending Dr. O’Dell flowers and reported he is 
doing well. 

 
 
 
 



IV. Legal Update presented by Ms. Petrella: 
 

a. Ms. Petrella reported that Ms. Farnsworth and herself, attended the 
hearing  involving Mr. Thomas Schmidt on March 27, 2003, and the 
court decision is pending.  The outcome of the appeal case 
involving Ms. Sally Hall was favorable to the Board. 

b. Ms. Petrella and Ms. Farnsworth went to Cincinnati to argue a 
decision to turn over confidential investigator files and won. 

 
V. Investigative Report presented by Mr. Hegarty. 

 
Mr. Hegarty reported: 
 
a.  There are currently seventy-five cases open, forty-seven social 
work, twenty-one counselor and seven unlicensed practice. 
c.  There are thirty-one new cases, twenty-three social work, two 
counselor and six unlicensed practice. 
d.  The Investigative Unit has traveled to Cincinnati, Bluffton, 
Massillon, Solon, Dayton, Ashtabula, Oberlin, Newark and Heath. 
e.  A counselor litigation hearing will take place in June. 
f.  Mr. Schutte is co-investigator on a case with the Psychology 
Board. 
g.  Mr. Hegarty, Ms. Hosom, Mr. Schutte, Ms. Allison and Ms. 
Tingle’s work on the code of ethics is going well. 

 
VI. The Counselor Professional Standards Committee Report was presented 

by Dr.Quinones-DelValle. 
 
Dr. Quinones-DelValle reported: 
 
a.  Applicants for licensure were approved. 
b.  Consent agreements were approved. 
c.  Ms. Farnsworth will contact Pennsylvania about recognizing 
Ohio’s exam. 
d.  Discussion on personal growth and personal care and what is 
professional education took place. 

 
VII. The Social Worker Professional Standards Committee Report was 

presented by Ms. Wyman. 
 

Ms. Wyman reported: 
  

a.  Ms. DaCons-Taylor reported on her trip to the ASWB conference 
concerning ethics. 



b.  One notice of opportunity for a hearing was approved. 
c.  Continuing education was reviewed and ways to approve quality 
programs was discussed. 
d.  Adoption, foster care assessor and their licensure was 
discussed and additional information is being requested. 

 
VIII. Old Business 
 
a. A discussion of programs reflecting more exact information and the 

revision of the forms to ask more specific questions was discussed.  Ms. 
Farnsworth will request changes to be sent to her so examples can be 
distributed at the July meeting.  Ms. Farnsworth suggested to look over the 
laws and rules. 

 
IX. New Business 
 
a. Ms. Farnswroth informed the Board a committee is needed to complete 

her evaluation. 
b.  Ms. DaCons-Taylor moved to adopt the Disaster Recovery Plan, Mr. 

Abraham seconded.   Carried. 
c. Ms. Farnsworth will be collecting money to send something to Dr. O’Dell. 
 
At the conclusion of the Full Board meeting the Social Work Professional 
Standards Committee met to discuss the Carol Allen consent agreement.   Mr. 
Black moved to accept the consent agreement for Ms Carol Allen, Mr. Abraham 
seconded.  Carried.
